· A letter from Jeff Maynard regarding Marilyn Maynard’s lot on Holly Briar Road and the frontage bylaws was acknowledged as received. Jim Wallen stated he had 2 letters to present to the Board also regarding the frontage bylaws from Jim Feiner and Paul Valenti. The Committee decided to read the letters in to the record at the April 8th Public Hearing for the Zoning By-Law Amendments. 
· Request from Brendan Hanley to extend a special permit for 2 Sandcastle Lane map 5 lot 86.  Jim N. motioned to approve the extension, Sarah seconded, motion to approve the extension to 1 year passed. The Special Permit was extended to March 11, 2015 with all existing conditions remaining in effect.
· Request for a Zoning Determination from Alberto Salvatore/ (Higginson) 12 East Pasture Road map 8 lot 91.2 to determine if the location is open and highly visible. A site visit took place with ridge poles set in place showing 24 feet above grade. The Committee determined that the area is not open and highly visible with the understanding that the plans for additions/modifications that will come before the Board for approval will have a similar roof line to the existing structure. Motion was made by Jim N, seconded by Jim W, motion passed.
Public Hearing Paul Valenti Attaquin Way off of Lighthouse Rd. Map 6 Lot 77 under sections 13.4-1(A1 & A3) and 13.10-2 of the Aquinnah Zoning By Laws to construct a single family dwelling with associated utilities, clear cutting of trees, siting of driveway and parking area within the Aquinnah DCPC.                                                                                                                           Jim Wallen was recused from the hearing as agent to the applicant. Peter entertained a motion to continue Valenti to May 20, 2014 at 7:05.  Moved by Jim N seconded by Carlos, motion to continue passed.
Public Hearing Steve Yaffe 6 Maple Ave map 9 lots 195 & 196, under ss 13.4-1, 13.4-7 of the   Aquinnah Zoning Bylaws for the siting of an agricultural barn where total foot print of all structures on the property will exceed 2000sf. Chris Alley presented plans for the project. Peter stated the road would need to be brought up to standard as a condition. The archeological determination from MHC was not available at the time of the meeting. After the Committee discussed the application further, Peter entertained a motion to continue the hearing for May 20th at 7:30 Motion was made by Jim N and seconded by Jim W. motion to continue passed.
Public Hearing Patrick and Marsha Ahearn 9 Oxcart Road map 2 lot 26 under ss 13.4-1, 10.1-4 of the Aquinnah Zoning Bylaws to remove and replace existing steps, decks and to replace existing outbuildings with a new shed in the Coastal District.  Glen Provost came before the Committee to present the Ahearn’s plans to remove the plastic sheds, ramps and decks and replace with new decks and a new shed. The Committee reviewed the plans and measurements in detail. A letter from MHC stating that no further archeological survey is required was acknowledged. Peter asked Glen to show, on the plan, if any of the new structures would be within 100 feet of a coastal district. The Committee determined that the existing structure and proposed changes are within 200 feet of a coastal feature. Carlos requested that Glen submit in writing the total foot print. Peter entertained a motion to approve the plan as presented with the following conditions:
All exterior trim must be of natural material and neutral colors such as Abalone Gray. 
All exterior fixtures need to comply with the Towns lighting Bylaws, no skylights.

Public Hearing Ted Cammann and Don Silva, Moshup Trail map11 lot 25.1 under ss13.4-1, 13.10-2, of the Aquinnah Zoning Bylaws for the siting and construction of a single family dwelling and driveway with associated utility. Jim Wallen was recused as agent to one of the applicants. Glen Provost presented the plans. After discussion, the Committee determined they would need more time to review the application. Peter entertained a motion to continue the hearing to April 8th at 8pm with a site visit at 5pm                                                                                   Motion was made by Jim N, seconded by Carlos, motion to continue passed.    
                                      
Public Hearing Philip and Elizabeth Weinstein 5 Sandcastle Lane map 5 lot 68 under ss 13.4-1, 13.4-4, 13.4-7, 13.4-10B of the Aquinnah Zoning Bylaws to construct a 20x20 addition and a 7x20 exterior deck to an existing single family residence where total foot print exceeds 2000 sf.  Larry Shubert presented plans for the addition and new deck. The foot print for the proposed addition with deck is 540sf bringing the total foot print to 2452. Peter read in to the record two letters from abutters Karen Duffy and Barry & Judy Lutender who were not in favor of the applicant’s expansion. The increase in exterior lighting, visibility and increase in mass was a concern. Changing all trim to a neutral color or natural material and removing all existing white trim to visually minimize the mass was discussed. The possibility of a one story addition was also discussed. The Committee decided they would need to examine this further with an additional site visit and hearing. Peter entertained a motion to continue the hearing to April 8th at 7:35, site visit at 6pm. Motion was moved by Jim Wallen, seconded by Joann, motion to continue passed.

Public Meeting     Freeland 4 East Pasture Way map 8 lot 114 Request for an amendment to a previously approved plan.  Sarah was recused as an abutter.  Kathy Newman representing the Conservation Commission sat in on the hearing in Sarah’s absence. Peter stated that in the event there is a lack of a quorum for a PBPRC hearing, a member of the Conservation Commission will be selected by the Con Com Board to sit in on such a hearing and be a voting member. Even though Kathy Newman will be sitting in on the discussion for Freeland. Kathy will not be voting because she was not part of the previous hearings/discussions but will comment and ask questions.

Jeff Thors presented the amended glass schedule showing glass to be 30% to the wall area on the north face of the house. Changes to the interior were presented which did not result in any significant changes to the exterior.  The landscaping, retaining wall and the proposal of a pergola was presented. At this time, the Committee could only approve the submission of the glass schedule. The Committee will attend the next scheduled site visit on March 18th, and continue their meeting to April 8th at 8:30.
