Public Meeting:
1. The PBPRC Hearing Minutes from April 8 were approved as written.
2. Richard Hart 18 State Road, request for an amendment to a previously approved plan to erect a fence for privacy from the abutting neighbor’s property. 
After a site visit and discussion the Committee determined the request for the fence was too significant for a zoning determination and would require a public hearing. It was also noted that the applicant has put up a shed on the property without a permit for siting. The applicant will be notified and instructed to apply for the necessary permits.
Public Hearing: Ron Slate 9 Clay Pit Way map 4 lots 92 & 101 under sections  13.4-2, 13.4-7of the Aquinnah Zoning Bylaws for the construction of an addition to an existing single family dwelling  where total footprint exceeds 2000sf in the Town Wide DCPC. 
A letter from Ron Slate was submitted requesting to continue the hearing to June 17th. Motion to continue the hearing to June 17 at 8:10 and site visit at 5:50 at the applicant’s request passed.                                      
Public Hearing Commonwealth of Massachusetts 87 Oxcart Road map 2 lot 9.1 under sections 13.4(A) 2 of the Aquinnah Zoning Bylaws to improve a municipal drive way & parking area and to relocate an existing pedestrian path in the Coastal District. 
[bookmark: _GoBack]Reid Silva presented the site plan and explained the area and intent of the project. The existing dirt parking area is encroaching on the neighbor’s property. The purpose of the new plan is not to expand the parking lot, but move it over to abandon the area that was encroaching on to the abutting property. The function of the lot is for fishermen parking only and not for beach goers or any other activity. The purpose of the new path with signs is to keep fishermen from walking on to private property. Reid stated that the Conservation Commission has already approved the project with conditions. Peter recommended moving the proposed path further to the center because the existing private path is well established and a wider intense vegetation should be established to deter people from using the private path. Peter also stated that squaring the area of the lot will create a more orderly way of parking so excess of cars will not be crammed in. Sarah stated that Con Com recommended a limit of 4 cars.  William Waterway stated he was representing the North Shore Fishing Association and that historically there was only space for 2 cars until the State purchased the abutting areas in 1996. The Parking lot had been expanded by cutting through the dunes, without a permit, to accommodate more cars. There was a discussion about whether or not there was an established rule already in place limiting the lot to 4 cars. There was not a consensus on the matter. Reid stated that it should not be an issue to the Town if there are 4 or 5 cars in the lot because the lot is not going to get any bigger. The Committee was in agreement that the lot should be for fisherman only and that the complaints have been about beach goers utilizing the lot and the private access. Representatives from the state explained that the environmental police are the ones to be called in if needed to monitor the area to make sure only individuals who hold a salt water fishing license are allowed to access the lot. The new proposed signs enforcing this were also discussed. Peter stated that a sign should be at the road right before people turn in to the lot stating that the lot is for licensed fishermen only and smaller signs leading people to the new path. William asked if the number of cars could be restricted. Peter recommended cutting one of the corners of the lot off and bringing the large boulder in by 5 feet and adding more vegetation. It was also recommended that the applicant come back for a review after 1 year of operation to see if things need to be changed. Peter entertained a motion to approve the signage including a new sign at the entrance of the lot indicating that the lot is for fishermen parking only, the amended plan for the parking lot and a review after one year of operation. Motion was moved by Jim N. and seconded by Sarah, motion passed unanimously.
Public Hearing Edward J McLeod 1 Pancake Hollow map 5 lot 21 under sections 13.4-2, 13.4-7of the Aquinnah Zoning Bylaws for the construction of an addition to an existing single family dwelling where the total foot print exceeds 2000sf in the Town Wide DCPC. Chris Alley and Chuck Sullivan presented the plans for the 1 story addition with elevations. The Height is 18 feet above average grade. The Committee determined from the site visit that the area of the proposed addition is not open and highly visible. Peter entertained a motion to approve the addition as presented with the conditions that the exterior lighting be made compliant with the Towns lighting bylaws, a special permit for structures over 2000 sf will be granted because the lot is extremely large and that no further archeological survey is required. All trim and window/door parts must be natural materials or neutral colors; no white Motion was moved by Jim N. and seconded by Carlos, motion passed unanimously.

 Public Hearing Ted Cammann and Don Silva, Moshup Trail map11 lot 25.1 under ss13.4-1, 13.10-2, of the Aquinnah Zoning Bylaws for the siting and construction of a single family dwelling and driveway with associated utilities and clearing. Continued from March 17 & April 8, 2014. Reid presented the house plans with Don Silva and explained the changes of the site for the house and new driveway.  Sarah stated that the existing driveway will have to be abandoned and re-vegetated in order to accommodate the new curb cut and driveway. The board discussed ways in which to assure that there will not be 2 active driveways. After much discussion it was recommended that the closure and start of re-vegetation of the old driveway will occur prior to a Certificate of Occupancy Permit being issued. The plan should address both approximately 20’of Town land (starting with the unpaved shoulder), which should be intensely restored, to mimic and blend in to existing vegetation and bank along Moshup Trail. Peter entertained a motion to approve the new curb cut and the siting of the road (conditioned on the closure and re-vegetation of the old driveway), the plan as amended with the requirement that the applicant submit a revised plan showing the house moved back 2 feet from the property line in order to accommodate the porch and showing the actual ridge height above mean average grade, which is not to exceed 20 feet since the site is visible.  Special Permit granted for a structure within 200 feet of a Coastal District stream since it is sited over the crest of the hill, away from the wetland. The following other conditioned were also included in the motion:
· Subject to the results of an intense archeological survey as required by MHC
· Subject to all Conservation Commissions order of conditions.
· All trim and window/door parts must be natural materials or neutral colors; not white 
· No skylights. Exterior lighting must comply with the Towns outdoor lighting bylaws.
· Subject to a submission of a final landscape plan
Motion was moved by Jim Newman, seconded by Jo Ann, motion passed unanimously. Jim Wallen was absent and would have been recused form the hearing if he was in attendance.
