Aquinnah Planning Board Plan Review Committee Meeting Minutes June 24, 2014

Meeting Opened at 6:45
Public Meeting:  Richard Hart 18 State road map 8 lot 28. Kaysea Hart came before the Committee to present her landscaping plan that was required as a condition to the Special Permit for a fence that the Committee approve on June 17th.  Peter read in to the record the species of plants: Clethra, Viburnum, Joe-pye weed, Blueberry, Laurel with switch grass, if necessary, to fill in holes. Planting will be done in the fall and it will be the applicant’s responsibility to maintain them. Peter entertained a motion to approve the landscape plan subject to a final review by Carlos Montoya. Motion was moved by Berta, seconded by Sarah, motion passed unanimously.
Public Hearing: American Tower Corporation Outdoor DAS, LLC request  for Special Permits under Article IX ss 9.2-1 of the Aquinnah Zoning Bylaws to construct 4 DAS Nodes with the new style antenna approved by the PBPRC on February 11, 2014 in the following locations Lobsterville Road map 4 lot 49 and State Road map 11 lot 47.  During a site visit that took place on June 3rd an alternative site was agreed to for the Lobsterville Road location. Instead of map 4 lot 63, further up the road away from the beach area, on map 4 lot 15.3 was deemed a less visible location yet would still provide sufficient cell phone coverage. There was no change to the other location on State Road map 11 lots 47 &48. Peter entertained a motion to approve the 2 sites for the final 2 out of 4 poles and nodes. Motion was moved by Jim W, seconded by Sarah, motion passed unanimously.
Public Hearing: Alberto Salvatore 12 East Pasture Road map 8 lot 91.2 request for Special Permits under ss 13.4-1 A1&2 and 13.4-7 of the Aquinnah Zoning Bylaws for the construction of decks and additions where total footprint exceeds 2000sf Chris Alley presented plans to the Committee.  Peter reminded the Committee that a zoning determination had been issued and the property was deemed not to be open and highly visible provided that any new addition maintains the same roof line and height. The existing footprint of the buildings is 2163, the proposed is 2702, with the footprint of the decks remaining almost the same at 1587sf. Peter entertained a motion to approve the project as presented with a special permit to go over 2000sf because the bulk of the additional square footage is within the existing mass of the building and the additional deck area is not visible. Height is not to exceed 24 feet above mean average grade and no further archeological survey is required. Motion was moved by Jim W, seconded by Berta, motion passed unanimously.

Public Meeting:
Request for Zoning Determinations:
1. Taylor Irrevocable Alimony and Family Trust-Light House Road map 6 lot 43; To conduct perc tests with a backhoe in the Cliffs DCPC. Reid presented plans for the proposed areas to conduct perc tests. After discussion and review, Peter entertained a motion to approve a Zoning Determination to conduct perc tests for no more than 2 holes dug by hand, or with a back hoe if necessary in the garden area shown on the plan in the presence of a qualified archeological observer who has the authority to stop the work if necessary. Motion was moved by Sarah, seconded by Jim W. motion passed unanimously.

1. Weinstein-East Pasture Road map 8 lot 100; To preform perc tests and determine if area is open and highly visible. Reid presented plans of the property and identified the proposed areas to conduct the perc test. After discussion and review, the Committee determined that for a structure with a 3pitch or less roof not exceeding 19 feet, the area is not open and highly visible. Peter entertained a motion to approve a Zoning Determination to conduct perc tests, with a back hoe if necessary, in the locations as presented on the plan and in the presence of a qualified archeological observer who has the authority to stop the work if necessary. Motion was moved by Jo Ann seconded by Berta, motion passed unanimously.


1. Motland 7 Skippers View Lane map 5 lot 27; To reconstruct an existing stair way to the beach. Chris Alley presented plans for the project. After discussion and review the Committee deemed the project too significant to be approved with a Zoning Determination and an application for a special permit with abutter’s notification would be required for the Committee to take any action.
